Manchester is a dynamic and lively place. A big city with a compact and friendly centre. A trendsetting music and style capital that still has a place for traditional street markets and local pubs.

Manchester's ability to welcome and embrace change throughout its history has given it a rare energy. Manchester was at the epicentre of the industrial revolution, and the spirit which brought the world into the modern age is evident in its trademark Victorian buildings and monuments, such as the gothic Town Hall in Albert Square. But over the last few years the city centre has undergone an extensive transformation. New public spaces have been created, and imaginative buildings and developments have appeared, reshaping Manchester's skyline.

Manchester has long been a city of innovation, with its notable achievements including:

· The UK's first free public library, set up in 1653. 

· The world's first steam-powered mill, opened in 1783 by Richard Arkwright. 

· The world's first professional football league created at a meeting in Manchester's Royal Hotel in 1888, and today the home of Manchester United and Manchester City Football Clubs. 

· Emmeline Pankhurst, who campaigned for votes for women founded the Women's Social Political Union at her Manchester home in 1903. 

· The 19th century birthplace of the Manchester School of Free Trade Economics and where the economist Stanley Jevons launched the “marginalist revolution” with his Theory of Political Economy in 1871.
· The nuclear age was born in Manchester with Ernest Rutherford's pioneering research that led to the splitting of the atom.

· The world's first computer, nicknamed The Baby, built in 1948. 

· The University of Manchester has a rich academic heritage and can lay claim to more than 23 Nobel Prize winners amongst its current and former staff and students.
The conference includes an optional industrial revolution coach excursion and a Chinese Banquet on the last afternoon and evening.

Course and Conference Aims
This 18th European Economics Education Course and Conference is an international meeting of teachers, teacher trainers, inspectors and researchers with a professional interest in all aspects of Economics and Business Education in Europe and worldwide.
